The iconic Balinese dance features a troupe of 40 men and depicts an epic

battle from the Ramayana, in which the monkey-like Vanara join Prince Rama

in fighting the evil King Ravana. The troupe surrounds a large bonfire and begins 

chanting slowly and quietly. A cacophony of cak cak cak sounds gradually builds

to a powerful crescendo. The chorus of chanting incorporates seven distinct

rhythms, each intricately interwoven to create a rich and complex soundscape.
